1. Smart location and linkage
(restrictions on where to build
such as agricultural land)

2. Neighborhood pattern and
design ( walkable streets, access
to transit and amenities)

3. Green infrastructure and
buildings (historic preservation,
site disturbance and
certification)
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Three stage certification process

1. Conditional Approval (helps
developer build case and attract
financing )

2. Pre -certified LEED-ND Plan
(no more than 75% of project
can be built at this stage )

3. Certified (documentation for
all credits)
